Two weeks before the semester begins the International Office
offers a special introductory week for exchange students. Besides a
German intensive course the program includes an intercultural trai-
ning about ,Living and Studying in Germany”. Students also receive
support in dealing with organizational matters. After completing the
program students are equipped with all the important information
about living and studying in Vechta.
