Nel caso in cui
con il docente individuato non sia stato sostenuto alcun esame nel percorso magistrale, &€ necessario ottenere
preventiva autorizzazione da parte del Coordinatore.

Art. 1
Background and area of competence

These Regulations, in compliance with the Statute and the University Teaching Regulations, govern the
organisational aspects of the teaching activities of the Master's Degree Course in Economics & Data Science, as
well as any other matter devolved to it by other legislative and regulatory sources.

Art. 2

Modalities of verification

For enrolment in the LM in Economics & Data Science course, it is necessary to demonstrate:
- the possession of the curricular requirements
- the adequacy of personal preparation.

The assessment of the possession of the curricular requirements must be carried out prior to the verification of
the adequacy of personal preparation and must be requested, by candidates, according to the procedures
specified in the following points. Applicants that have not yet obtained their undergraduate degree may also
submit the Application for Assessment of Curricular Requirements, if they only need the final degree examination
to get the degree. The procedures for submitting the Application for Evaluation of Curricular Requirements and
the relative documentation are specified on the CCS website. The CCS, through a special committee, will examing
the applications and notify the candidates of the outcome.

All candidates must demonstrate a knowledge of English at least at B2 level. Students who do not have official
certification but who nevertheless believe they have adequate language skills may be interviewed (see specifig
section).

It will be checked whether candidates comply with the following sub-constraints:

Candidates who do not meet the sub-constraints will have to take the admission test for the groups of subjects
for which the sub-constraint is not met (even with a bachelor's degree grade above 99).

In order to pre-enrol at the master:

MASTER must:

Note that only students with a final degree mark 80% (or above) the maximum achievable score will be
admitted.

2. Students who are not native Italian speakers must take a test for the knowledge of the Italian language
organized by the University of Genova. In case of failure, they must follow a course suggested by the

University by contacting clat@unige.it.

NON-EU STUDENTS RESIDENT ABROAD AND WITH A NON-ITALIAN DEGREE must:

2. Applications must be submitted exclusively through the Unige Apply portal. The documents submitted will
be assessed by the University offices. Only students who have obtained a graduation grade corresponding to
at least 80% of the maximum grade allowed by their university will be admitted to the selection process.

3. Take the Italian language test organised by the University and, in the event of a negative result, follow the
course suggested by the University by contacting clat@unige.it.

Verification of knowledge of the English language.
For the verification of language skills, the candidate may:

-Present an official certification (IELTS, TOEFL or equivalent)

-Present a certification issued by the CLAT university language Centre (clat@unige.it).

-Show that he/she has passed, in Italy, the English language exam with a mark of at least 28/30.
-In the absence of the certifications, candidates may request to be assessed in their knowledge of the English
language by sending an e-mail to valutazionedeirequisiti@economia.unige.it and undergo a specific interview
on the dates of the admission tests.

Verification of personal preparation

An examination committee ascertains and verifies knowledge of the fundamentals required for admission to the
LM EDS course by means of a distance interview. Failure to pass the interview precludes enrollment. The interview
may be repeated until eligibility is obtained.

Details of the interview are published on the EDS website.
Students with learning disabilities and take the scheduled test with the use of the aids they require, as provided
for in Article 7 of these Regulations.

Exemptions:

Graduates in an economics or business degree class (L-33 economics sciences; L- 18 economics and businesg
management sciences or a corresponding degree class pursuant to Ministerial Decree 509/99 or a corresponding
degree class under the previous system) who have obtained a mark of 99/110 or higher are exempt from the
individual preparation test.

Art.3
Training activities

The range of courses on offer, the list of courses that can be activated and of other training activities, with the
corresponding numbers of ECTS and the possible subdivision into modules, are set out in the special part of
these Regulations, which indicate both the hours of frontal teaching and those that must be dedicated to
personal study for each course.

The fraction of the total didactic effort devoted to the student's personal study or to other training activities is
at least 2/3, excluding cases of training activities with a high interactive content in the classroom.

The training activities offered include: lectures, seminars, work placements, other activities (cultural, relational,
IT, linguistic) aimed at acquiring knowledge and skills complementary to the institutional training provided as
established for each academic year in the Study Manifesto.

Art. 4 Curricula

The LM EDS course is organized into a single curriculum.

Art. 5 Study plans

The student must complete the study plan annually within the deadlines indicated by the Department. Study
plans that conform to the educational offer included in the ministerial bank are automatically approved.

The student may submit an individual study plan, provided that it is consistent with the cultural project of the

course of study and appropriate to its specific training objectives and content. The individual study plan that




complies with the study programme is approved by the Course Council.

The individual study plan that does not adhere to the pathway included in the ministerial training offer database
but complies with the didactic order, i.e. it is articulated over a shorter duration than the normal one, is approved
by both the Course Council and the Department Council

Any subjects included "Off-plan" do not count towards the calculation of the average grade as far as it concerns
the computation of the final mark.

Art. 6
Attendance and teaching activities

Attendance of each lecture is useful and therefore recommended, but it is not compulsory and cannot
constitute a valid criterion to discriminate between students. The Course makes use, within the limits of the
availability of human and financial resources, of appropriate didactic tools (IT, online media, and the Unige
didactic platform Aulaweb) that can help students to access the training contents of the didactic activities. There
will be frontal lectures, exercises, seminars, laboratory activities, also using informatic tools. To carry out these
activities, teachers can use telematic methods, also by using e-learning tools made available to the University, to
an extent not exceeding 10% of the total hours of lectures. Such percentage could undergo variations, in
conditions of overt emergency. The individual years of the Course are divided into two teaching periods
(semesters), indicated in the Manifesto degli Studi (Table). Such periods are separated by a suitable interval in
order to allow the carrying out of the exams. The timing of the lectures, as well as the dates and times of exams
and final tests are available on the website of the Department and of the Course. For the number of exam
sessions, for the minimum interval between two successive sessions and for any exams during the period of the
lessons, please refer to the University Didactic Regulations art. 22.




Art. 7
Exams

The verification of the students' learning will take place at the end of the course, without a maximum limit
within which the verification must be passed, according to procedures established by the individual teachers.
The Exam Commissions have thirty points for the evaluation of the student’s learning results. Unanimously, the
Exam Commission can grant the “Laude”. The exam is passed if students obtain an evaluation equal to or higher
than eighteen out of thirty points. The outcome of the exam is recorded, with the grade obtained, following the
rules provided for the online registration and the subsequent registration in the student's career. The teachers
also have the possibility of carrying out written and / or oral tests during the Course, during the teaching hours,
and these can constitute an element of intermediate learning evaluation. For training activities for which the
expression of a score is not required, the positive outcome of the test it will be recorded as "passed" and does
not contribute to the calculation of the final weighted average.

As far as it concerns the possibility of repeating a failed exam, each teacher might set a limitation to the number
of re-sits, if that is deemed necessary. However, these limitations must be adequately made public by each
teacher, and, in any case, they cannot compromise the number of sessions allowed for by the current University
Teaching Regulation in art. 20 paragraph 13 and art. 22 paragraph 4 (DR no. 1281 of 28.3.2022 in effective from
13.4.22)

As far as it concerns the possibility of repeating a failed exam, the right of the teacher to impose “saltodi
appello” (i.e. the possibility that the student is not allowed to reseat at the next exam date

immediately after the failed one) does not apply if that “salto di appello” implies a session skipping.

Examination Boards are appointed by the Director of the Department and are composed of at leasttwo
members, one of whom is the teacher responsible for the subject, in accordance with the University Teaching
Regulations.

For subjects organised in modules (even if delivered in different periods, or semesters, or years), the grade will
only be recorded in the student's career after they have passed the examinations for each module and the final
grade will correspond to the weighted average of the individual grades obtained.

Students with disabilities take tests that are equivalent to those normally established by each teacher.
Students with disability may avail of the possibility of extending the time of the test by up to 50%
(disabilities) and 30% (learning disabilities) and, if necessary, of taking the test in the presence of




authorised tutors, whose task it is to allow access to the tests or the material execution thereof, depending on
the student's neuro-sensory or physical impediments. Students with disabilities take theexaminations with the
use of the aids they require. The Services Sector for students with disabilities and students with learning
disabilities, through the Area Referent, guarantees specific technical and didactic aids, as well as the support of
specialised tutoring services, on the basis of available financial resources; similarly, for students with learning
disabilities, the necessary compensatory and dispensatory measures envisaged by law will be applied, in
compliance with the objectives set out in the course of study. Individualised treatment in favour of students with
disabilities is agreed upon between the Area Referent for students with disabilities and DSA and the Chairman of
the ExaminationBoard.

Art. 8
Recognition of credits

Training activities not envisaged in the special part of these Regulations, also held at suitable public and/or
private institutes in Italy and abroad, may be recognised by the Master's Degree Course, in accordance with the
procedures envisaged, if they ensure knowledge, comprehension skills and the ability to apply knowledge and
comprehension skills consistent with the educational objective of the Course itself.

It is the responsibility of the CCS EDS, subject to investigation by a special Commission, to recognise credits
acquired by students for

a) coming from other study courses of ltalian and/or foreign universities

b) activities envisaged by agreements stipulated by the University or the Department;

c) activities promoted by the University for which consistency with the educational objectives of the degree
course has been identified.

Activities that have already been recognised for the purposes of meeting the curricular requirements for access
to the EDS CCS cannot be recognised again as training credits in the EDS study pathway.

The EDS CCS will decide on the request for recognition of training credits for activities "other" thanthose
indicated above, if suitably supported by a documentation showing:

- contents consistent with the training objectives of the CdS;
- overall hourly commitment;
- presence of a final test successfully achieved.




Art. 9
Mobility and studies completed abroad

The EDS Master course promotes and encourages the participation of students and teachers to international
mobility and exchange programs recognized by the University (Erasmus +, etc.), by means of the recognition of
extra credits as well as by adding extra points as far as the final mark of the Master program is concerned.

Indeed, the achievement of CFUs obtained abroad entails an additional attribution of points for the final exam
according to the following rules:

from 6 to 11 CFU: + 0.5 point;
- from 12 to 18 CFU: + 1 point;

more than 18 CFU: + 2 points.

The approval of student projects and the overall adequacy of the proposed activities are in charge of the
Master's Degree Program Council in accordance with the provisions of art. 23, paragraph 2, of the University
Regulations, after a preliminary investigation and a positive evaluation by the Student Mobility Committee.

Art. 10 Final Test

The final exam consists in the public discussion of the thesis in front of a Committee formed in accordance with
the provisions of the University Didactic Regulations. The thesis must be characterized by the originality of the
topic, the methodological rigor, the novelty of the obtained results, as well as by a complete and updated list of
bibliographic references, in-depth knowledge of the subject and critical analysis. The thesis must be written in
English and accompanied by an abstract in Italian.

It may focus on topics consistent with the cultural framework and the educational objectives of the master
program, as well as related to the interests and experiences matured by the student (e.g. internship, Erasmus).

It may be requested to any professor of the Department who will act as supervisor, as long as her/his teaching
activity belongs to an SSD present in the student's master's study plan. In the event that no exam has been taken
with the identified teacher in the master's course, it is necessary to obtain before an authorization of the
Coordinator.




The final exam committee is made by the President assisted by at least four other teachers, including the co-
supervisor. (Hopefully, the co-supervisor is a teacher belonging to the scientific area of the course in which the
dissertation was based. However, for interdisciplinary dissertations, the supervisor can choose the co-supervisor
among the teachers belonging to a different area). The President is in charge of the fair development of the
discussion of the dissertation with a special emphasis to the use of auxiliary tools, the compliance with the suitable
time required for the presentation and the discussion of the dissertation, the collegiality of its evaluation as wel
as of the fairness of the behaviour of all the people who are attending the discussion (teachers, candidates, the
audience.

After having agreed with the supervisor, it is possible to use tables, functions, data, images, etc., previously
uploaded on a USB pen drive.

The evaluation of the dissertation will be grounded on the acquisition of the following skills:

1. The ability to work independently by applying the knowledge and skills acquired during the master.

2. The proficiency in retrieving and exploiting scientific materials also relying on the electronic resources made
available by the University Library Services or other official source of data.

3. The ability to write down the results of an original work in a critical and original manner by following the
standards of the discipline, using the correct wording, and citing the sources of the quoted contributions.

4. The proficiency to present verbally in an effective and coherent way the written dissertation and discuss
effectively all the issues raised by the members of the committee.

FINAL MARK OF THE MASTER’S DEGREE EXAM

The final grade results from the sum of three elements:
1. the curricular average (expressed in one-hundred-and-tenths) which amounts to the arithmetic average of the
marks obtained in the exams passed by the student each of them weighted according to the number of credits
given to each course or to other educational activities. The mark of 30 cum laude obtained in a given exam ig
equivalent to 31 no matter the actual number of the course credits;
2. the attainment of credits abroad: from 6 to 11 credits implies 0.5 extra points; from 12 to 18 credits implies 1
extra point; and over 18 credits imply 2 extra points;

3. the evaluation of the final exam: the maximum overall score that can be given by the committee is 8 extra
points assigned as follows:

- a variable score ranging from 0 to 6 points for the quality of the dissertation;

- a variable score ranging from 0 to 2 points for the ability to present and discuss the dissertation as well as replying
to the questions made by the co-supervisor and the committee.

The final grade of the master is the outcome of a single rounding carried out on the score resulting from the sum




of all the previous elements.

Rounding takes place:

- rounding down, where the decimals are less than 5;
- rounding up, where the decimals are equal to or greater than 5.

On the proposal of the Supervisor, the Commission can unanimously award honors, in the event that the score
reaches (or exceeds) 110 as long as the career score is at least 104 and there is the maximum score for the
thesis and its discussion.

The request for the recommendation for publication must be communicated in advance by the Supervisor,
providing an appropriate written motivation, to the Direction of the department. The Director designates two
co-supervisors and then sends the reasoned request to the members of the Commission.

The details of the graduation session calendar (with deadlines), the registration and graduation procedures, the
characteristics of the master's degree thesis, of the presentation and discussion of the thesis, of the criteria for
evaluating careers and for assigning the final grade and other useful information are published on the website
of the department and of the degree program.

Art. 11
Incoming orientation and tutoring

Incoming orientation is organized by the teachers of the Course of Study who participate and also collaborate
with the numerous university initiatives - in Italy and abroad - aimed at reaching a wider area of people with a
potential interest in EDS and in its employment opportunities.

The incoming orientation and tutoring activities are carried out in coordination with the incoming orientation
and tutoring delegates of the Department and with the help of selected tutors.

The study program participates in the orientation and tutoring activities organized by the Department for
Master’s Degree programmes, integrating them with its own initiatives, aimed at:

¢ increase the opportunities for in-depth study of the specific features of the course, useful for a conscious and
highly motivated choice of enrolment;

* monitor any critical issues in the pursuance of students' careers and implement related initiatives;

® propose initiatives aimed at supporting integration into the job market.

A detailed and updated description of the aims of the course and of the training objectives can be found in




Italian and English, on the EDS website.
Tutor teachers

The tutor teachers actively participate in the orientation activities by carrying out incoming tutoring activities;
by reporting to the CDS the critical issues that require the activation of didactic tutoring; by suggesting
initiatives to improve the management of the teaching activities of the Course of Study. Tutoring of students
enrolled in the Master’s Degree programme falls within the teaching duties of teachers.

The contacts of the tutor teachers, as well as their office hours are available on the website of the Course.

Art. 12
Periodic credit assessment

Every year the Degree Program Board verifies whether the credits (CFU) assigned to each training activity are
consistent with the training objectives

Art. 13 Council

The Master's Degree Course Board verifies, by means of a “Consulta” (i.e. a Council composed by Professors,
representatives of the world of institutions, public administrations, complex organizations, private companies
liberal professions, etc.) the competencies required in the of the labour market, in order to define the professiona
figures and profiles to be trained, through a constant updating of the training proposal.

Art. 14 Quality Assurance (AQ) of the Degree
Program

The control of the development of the educational activities takes place through the collection of the opinions
of the students on the educational activities foreseen by the study plans in accordance with the objectives, the
monitoring of the results of the exams and the duration of university careers, the data provided from the
Statistical Office of the University, the collection of graduates' opinions (AlmaLaurea), the CPDS Annual Report
and any other useful document / report. Furthermore, teachers' opinions on their teachings will be collected
The self-assessment will be carried out by the Quality Assurance Commission (QA Commission) of the Master's
degree program on the basis of the guidelines indicated by the MUR and the University.

Art. 15. Approval and review

Pursuant to Article 25, paragraphs 1 and 4, of the University Academic Regulations, these Regulations and their
subsequent revisions are approved by the CCS EDS by a majority of the members and submitted for approval by
the Council of the Department of Economics, after consultation with the School of Social Sciences.

Art. 16. Referral rules

The competencies that
students will get are complementary to data analysis
techniques that students will learns in other modules and are
crucial for a correct understanding and interpretation of the
empirical evidence in various contexts (e.g. industrial
economics, health economics, labour economics and public
economics)
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The course aims at providing a proficient understanding of the
main economic models that describe how firms determine the
level of productive investments undertaken and the stock of
capital actually employed in the production of goods and
services. Students will be guided in the appraisal of the
analytical and formal tools that make it possible to represent
in a synthetic and abstract way the optimal choice of firms
regarding the decision to buy and install additional production
capacity. Moreover, the course of Macroeconomics takes a
detailed overview of the main economic models that describe
the occurrence and effects of a financial crisis. Students will
learn the mechanisms through which a financial crisis is
transmitted to the real economy by depressing income and
employment. Furthermore, the course covers the main
economic models that describe the behaviour of the central
bank in determining interest rates and the money supply.
Students will understand the analytical and formal tools that
allow a synthetic and abstract representation of the monetary
policy of the central bank. In addition, students will be aware
of the choices and objectives of the central bank in the
aftermath of a situation of financial crisis.
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The course of "Fundamentals of Strategic Business
Management" aims to support students in understanding and
interpreting companies, their behaviors, and feasible
strategies, with reference to their contextual environment.
After a series of basic notions, fundamental to the specific
subject, the focus is on the formulation of strategies for the
market and the competitive/collaborative relationships
between companies and their main stakeholders. In addition,
the course presents advanced methods for modeling firms and
simulating the results of the strategies to be implemented.

important extent on the availability and quality of natural
resources for production, remediation and assimilation of
waste, aesthetic and recreational benefits.
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This course provides advanced economics concepts to the
central issues in health economics and health policy. The
course is intended to ensure that students have command of
the main tools used in public economic analysis. Students are
introduced to economics of information and to “mathematical
modes of analysis” and provided with sufficient command of
such analysis to enable them to undertake advanced
theoretical and empirical work in the areas of health and
public economics. In particular students will improve their
understanding of and skills in the “wide” field of health
economics: health policy, pharmaceutical economics and
policy, health care programs, economic evaluation, health care
market regulation.

As part of the course there is the laboratory of health
Economics. The laboratory aims at using a data-driven
approach to objectively prioritize policy choices in the field of
health economics. By the use of Stata software, the laboratory
will show how to exploit large-scale datasets and advanced
economic and econometric techniques to identify the most
effective and fair policy actions to govern ageing societies (e.g.
selection of value for money technologies; new drugs
distribution channels; strengthening of territorial medicine;
management paths of chronic conditions; visits and exams
with extended hours and on weekends; telemedicine).
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The main objective of the course is to provide knowledge of
the main methods for quantitative analysis and risk
measurement in the context of financial markets
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The course aims to provide students with the adequate tools
to understand and critically analyze from the legal point of
view the challenges that technological evolution entails for the
financial sector, with the objective of acquiring useful skills to
apply in the future working environment. Students, after
having refreshed the bases of banking regulation and studied
investment services and financial markets laws (Italian
financial markets code and relative Consob Regulations; main
European Directives and Regulations in the financial law field),
will apply such knowledge to the context of the main Fintech
categories, delving into the most significant aspects. For each
of the main Fintech applications, in fact, we will analyze the
most relevant risks and benefits, legal issues raised, regulatory
responses and doctrines, with special reference to the Italian
and European regulatory framework, in addition to the main
international principles and guidelines. Lectures providing
explanations and commentary on the laws will be
accompanied by the analysis of practical cases, judicial
decisions and collective discussions and practical exercises, in
order to allow students, not only to understand the topics
discussed from a legal point of view but also to acquire the
tools to navigate with confidence and at a professional level
the new digital economy, applying legal rules and reasoning to
practical cases and specific issues. The course will focus on the
regulation of banking, payment services and financial markets
and investment services but, also because of the multi-
sectorial nature of the fintech sector and practical perspective
of the course, it will adopt a multi-disciplinary approach,
dealing therefore also with issues within insurance law,
company and business law, competition law, private law and
data protection, public law, international private law, ethics,
law and economics. Experts from the sector will be invited to
share their precious experience and knowledge.
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The aim of these lectures is to provide students with a fair
understanding of the main conceptual and computational
tools concerned with the interpretation of big amount of data
and with the use of such data for predictive purposes.
